For the 19th time, the music of Karlheinz Stockhausen
will be the focal point of nine days of concerts and
interpretation courses. Composers, interpreters, musi-
cologists, sound projectionists and music lovers are
cordially invited to attend the Stockhausen Concerts
and Courses Kiirten 2022.

Stockhausen’s motto for the 2022 courses is
LEARNING CAN BE CONTAGIOUS.

Concerts

Instrumental, vocal and electronic works by Karlheinz Stock-
hausen will be performed in nine concerts. The concerts are
performed by the faculty of the master classes, many of whom
worked with Stockhausen for many years. Also internationally
renowned guest musicians will perform. In three concerts
selected participants will perform compositions which were
prepared during the master classes. All dress rehearsals are
open to the participants of the courses.

Interpreters are requested to indicate on their application the
works prepared. The faculty is willing to assist participants
in preparing themselves for course attendance ahead of
time. Interpreters will receive the respective faculty address
after they have registered for participation.

INORI-gestures (Instructor: Alain Louafi)

Due to the special significance given to the synthesis of
music and gesture in Stockhausen’s works, the gestures
from the composition INORI (1973-74) are rehearsed in
this course. The course takes place each morning before
the master classes and other events of the courses and is
open to all interested participants.

Sound projection (Instructors: Kathinka Pasveer, sound
projectionist; Reinhard Klose, sound engineer)

In the context of the daily rehearsals and concerts with
Stockhausen’s closest technical collaborators, anyone who
is interested in learning more about the sound projection
in performances of Stockhausens electronic, vocal and
instrumental works can experience, first-hand, which
aspects must be addressed and how they are can be solved
from the sound engineering point of view.

In addition to the daily concerts, open rehearsals, master
classes, and concert introductions, there will be seminars,
lectures and workshops on the music of Stockhausen given
by international Stockhausen experts. These events are
designed to be equally accessible to those already familiar
with Stockhausen’s music and to those who have had very
little or no exposure to his music but who are curious to
know more.

Rudolf Frisius (Germany) 4 lectures:

1 SIRIUS: The path from the early serial music to the inte-
grative electronic music with melodies, voices and instru-
ments.

2 HYMNEN: The path from the abstract constructivism to
the sonically and semantically integrative world music.

3 KONTAKTE (in relation to KLAVIERSTUCKE VIII and
IX, ZYKLUS and REFRAIN): The path from the serial
instrumental music to the strictly synthetic, sonic integra-
tive tape music.

4 UNSICHTBARE CHORE (in relation to HALT ARGUMENT
and VISION): The path from work to work-cycle and to
entire ceuvre.

Robin Hartwell (United Kingdom): The listener and LICHT

Monika Pasiecznik (Poland): Stockhausen's dramaturgical
concepts and how he redefined the concert situation: Move-

Prizes

For the best interpretations of Stockhausen works
performed in the participants’ concerts, three prizes
(4000 €, 2500 €, and 1500 €) will be awarded fol-
lowing the final concert. A prize may be divided
among several musicians.

Location

Kiirten is Stockhausen’s hometown, where he lived
from 1965 to 2007. The *Stockhausen-Community”
Kiirten is situated about 30 kilometers (19 miles) east
of Cologne in the part of Germany called the Bergisches
Land. For the 19 time, the community of Kiirten is
allowing the Stockhausen Foundation for Music to
use its school complex and community centre for the
continuation of its annual Stockhausen Concerts and
Courses Kiirten. All of the concerts, courses, semi-
nars and rehearsals take place at the school complex.
Also the organisation office and the practice rooms
are located at the school complex. The address is:
